To cover the cost of the trip a contribution of £18.00 is requested, this amount covers the cost of the 
coach and entrance to “We the Curious”. Contributions for this trip need to be paid by Thursday 19th 
March. 
Please note that if insufficient contributions are received, the trip may have to be cancelled.   
 
The office will not be sending reminders for this trip. If you do not give consent via your MCAS 
payment, your child will not be able to attend.
