If your child needs medication on the day, including any travel sickness tablets, please complete a 
medication form, which can be obtained from the school office. Please note, medication cannot be 
administered without a duly completed form. 
 
To cover the cost of the trip a contribution of £15.00 is requested, this amount covers the cost of the 
coach. Contributions for this trip need to be paid by Thursday 29th April.   
Please note that if insufficient contributions are received, the trip may have to be cancelled.   
 
The office will not be sending reminders for this trip. If you do not give consent via your MCAS 
payment, your child will not be able to attend. 
 
In giving permission on MCAS you are aware that Weare Academy Church of England First School 
only provides cover against proved or agreed negligence by the Academy and its employees and that 
you should consider making your own insurance arrangements for personal accident cover for your 
child for school activities in the UK.
